But TaxPayers’ Alliance
chief executive Matthew
Elliott challenged the
scheme’s ethics and said the
desire to stay healthy should
bemotivationenoughtotake
the test.

Speaking exclusively to
the Citizen yesterday, he
said:“Taxpayersalreadyfoot
the bill for the NHS so they
shouldn’t have to pay twice
to bribe people to come in for
testing.

“Staying healthy should
beenoughofanincentivefor
people to come in for testing,
they shouldn’t need to be
bribed by the opportunity to
win high-end electrical

goods.”
But NHS Milton Keynes

stood by its decision to
launch the campaign,
emphasising that it is the
most common bacterial sex-
ually transmitted infection.

Communications and
engagement manager Leigh
Kendall said: “NHS Milton
Keynes is always looking at
ways ofencouraging people
to get tested.

“Chlamydia awareness
and testing is specifically
focused on young people
under the age of 25, with the
conceptthatiftheyareaware
of the condition and get
tested at least once a year,
treatmentiftheydohaveitis
quick and easy.

“Health services across
the country have used incen-
tives to encourage peoplel of
all ages toparticipate in
healthinitiatives. It works.”

She explained the test
is “free, easy and completely
confidential” and the kit can

be postedout by visiting the
website at
www.gettestedmk.nhs.uk

She added: “Small incen-
tives not only increase test-
ing rates but they also save
the health service funding in
the long term. Funding an
iPod as an incentive costs
much less than treating a
couple where one had had
untreated chlamydia for IVF
in the future.”

But Mr Elliott disagreed,
saying: “Not only is this
scheme financially unsus-
tainable in the present eco-
nomic climate, it is morally
indefensible.”

The initiative follows a
national screening pro-
gramme introduced in 2003
with health bosses con-
cerned at the increasing
number of youngsters con-
tracting sexually transmit-
ted diseases.

Camilla moved to Milton
Keynes 12 years ago, com-
pletely unaware of the histori-
cal significance of the town to
her own heritage.

Said Camilla, of New Brad-
well: “My mother said a distant
relative had something to do
with Bletchley Park when I
moved here.

She added: “Nearby Wiley
Road was once the site of Wiley
Farmhouse and the owner of

this house was also a steward
to the Spencers. They could
have walked down this very
road together and now I live so
locally.”

dant of Thomas Harrison liv-
ing here in Milton Keynes.

AN elderly man owes his life to a
Good Samaritan after he was
attacked and robbed while out
walking his dog.

The attack happened as the
67-year-old pensioner walked
along the river in Haversham at
around 11.15am last Sunday.

He saw another man walking
towards him with three dogs.

As the victim stopped to put his
dog on a lead the other man
shouted: “Why are you hitting that
dog?.”

The attacker then ran towards
the man and pushed him hard
three times against a handrail on
the bridge before grabbing the
man’s walking pole and throwing
it into the river. He also stole a
small amount of cash.

The man, who did not want to be
named, said: “I was out enjoying
the sun, happy that the local car-
diac unit had given me a green
light. All of a sudden I was
viciously attacked and robbed.”

As a result the man suffered
chest pains and began to lose con-
sciousness. A witness, who had

Police are now keen to talk to
the witness who stopped to help
the man as he may have seen the
attack taking place.
